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ABSTRACT: The work aims to discuss the interaction between physical bookstore and human life in city through the ar-
tistic concept, and explore how to establish a creative bookstore with multi-attributes, as well as how to make it better ca-
ter to the urban cultural ecosystem with the open and creative cultural and creative design as the medium. From the per-
spective of cultural and creative design, the necessity of multivariate human space of bookstore integrating into the pace
of urban development was analyzed according to the current development of city, and how the bookstore could aestheti-
cally reflect cultural deposits of a city was interpreted. Physical bookstore can not only simply reflect the beauty of urban
humanity, but also include the cultural connotation out of urban artistic conception. The traditional business pattern is dif-
ficult to adapt to the current market mode dominated by digital technology. To attract readers to return to the physical
bookstore, it is necessary to resort to cultural and creative design to build a “cultural community” with aesthetic meaning
of life and real emotional expression, so that the role with cultural spirit is taken as the booster of urban development.
